OUR CHRISTMAS OFFERING THIS YEAR WILL  
GO TOWARDS SUPPORTING A FAMILY WORKER 

A family worker is someone who works 
alongside families, making sure they don’t 
feel alone, but have the support they need 
as they raise their children.  

 

An average year will see a family worker work intensely 
with 35 families, have 95 individual sessions with children 
during school time, host 35 coffee group mornings, give 
out 105 food parcels and have 70 home visits. The cost 
for a family worker is approximately $10,000 per year.  
 

We currently have family workers in two of the local 
primary schools for 10 hours per week.  
 

Any money raised through our Christmas offering will go 
towards the funding of an additional Family Worker in 
our schools.
